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Last weekend the Lord was very gracious to us, He protected us from devastation. We were told the eye of
hurricane Charley will come across right in our area. We ended up getting just some wind and rain from the outer
edge of the storm. Not so fortunate were the people in Port Charlotte, Orlando, and Daytona area. At least 22
people lost their lives. Many lost their homes. Thousands went without power for days — some for a whole week.
Besides Charley there was also a major flood in England and there were mudslides in Death Valley, just to
mention a few of last week’s disasters.

All this made me think of the Bible verse in Matthew 24:6-7 “You shall hear of wars apd rumors of
wars. . . . Natiop shall rise agaipst nation, and Kingdom agaipst Kingdom: and there shall be famipes, and
pestilenees, and earthquakes, ip divers places.”

I also thought about the fact that we hear about these things every day and so much, that we do not even
give it a second thought any more — we do not connect them with God’s prophesies of Jesus’ Second Coming any
more.

We human beings get accustomed to conditions and circumstances very easy. We get used to things.
Events that might have alarmed, or upset us before, now we consider normal and accepted. We think in relative
terms, instead of absolute terms. For example when we lived in Pennsylvania and we said it was cold -- the
temperature was 35 below. Since we live here in Florida we consider it cold when the temperature reaches 35
degrees on the plus side. Or another example; when | was growing up, living with someone outside of marriage
was unheard of, now it is an accepted lifestyle.

It is a good thing to get accustomed to things and adjust in a lot of situations, because it makes our lives
easier. But it is not acceptable in the matters of the Lord. Not acceptable when it comes to the signs of the times,
and end time events. My concern is that we get accustomed hearing about all these things in the news daily, and
we register these events as -- another day, another disaster, and we do not recognize them for what they are. They
are landmarks to the Second Coming, they are warnings from the Lord to get ready, stay ready, and work
diligently.

In Matthew 24:33 we read: “So you also, when you see all these things, kpow that it is pear -- at the doors!”

The Lord’s promise is sure, He said when you see these things happening, they are announcing my soon
return. These things are because of the grace and long suffering of the Lord. These things are warnings and they
are to motivate us to prepare ourselves and to work for everyone around us. If we take the attitude of the evil
servant “MMy lord delays his eoming” we will loose eternal life, and will also be responsible for others, for those

who we could have witnessed to.
